Residential Sprinklers

Wayne Waggoner and John Corso of the National Fire Sprinkler Association will discuss the importance of the use of residential sprinklers.  The sprinkler system is the most effective fire safety device ever invented.  Look at this comparison with smoke alarms and with no fire protection at all. The National Fire Protection Association (NFPA) reports that individuals with smoke alarms in their home have a 50% better chance of surviving a fire. Adding sprinklers and smoke alarms increases your chances of surviving a fire by over 97%. 

Residential fire sprinklers are designed to save lives, but because they control fires so quickly, they also reduce property damage. Fire reports show that property damage is nine times lower in sprinklered homes. 

Fire sprinklers add about one percent or less to the cost of a new home. This is about the same cost as upgrading carpeting. But carpets need to be replaced every ten years, while fire sprinklers last for the life of the home. Compared with the cost of carpeting, fire sprinklers give you peace of mind for a bargain price. Multipurpose systems that serve the sprinklers and plumbing with the same pipe may lower the cost even more.  The features of a home reflect values and priorities.  Fire safety is a quality issue, too. Fire sprinklers will protect a family for the life of the home.  

The Cumberland Valley Volunteer Firemen’s Association (CVVFA) Emergency Responder Safety Institute Presents Managing Traffic Incidents on the Roadway
Alan Baldwin and Steve Austin will instruct this hands-on practical train-the-trainer workshop.  This course will provide participants with the tools they need to train fire departments and other emergency responders to safely manage roadway incidents while addressing the needs of other responding departments and agencies.  

The program will address the need for Multidisciplinary NIMS and Traffic Incident Management (TIM) training identified in the National Unified Goal (NUG) for Traffic Management developed by the National Traffic Incident Management Coalition.  Attendees will participate in and learn to facilitate from table top exercises that reinforce the implementation of ICS and unified command at emergency incidents on the roadway.  This eight-hour Train-the-Trainer program will stress the three main goals of the NUG.

· Responder safety

· Safe, quick clearance

· Prompt, reliable, interoperable communications

Training materials developed by the Emergency Responder Safety Institute will be provided to all participants.  This is a Train-the-Trainer course.  Participants should have a working knowledge of traffic incident response procedures.

Charleston, SC Furniture Store Fire Investigation

Gordon Routley will provide an overview of the work completed by the City of Charleston Post Incident Assessment and Enhancement Review Team.    Moreover, Gordon will discuss the impact as to the positive outcomes for the fire service as a whole.

The City of Charleston Post Incident Assessment and Enhancement Review Team was established to conduct an independent comprehensive review of the Charleston Fire Department and the overall state of fire protection services in the City of Charleston, following the tragic Sofa Super Store fire that claimed the lives of nine Charleston firefighters on June 18, 2007.

The project is being conducted in three phases, beginning with an organizational analysis of the Charleston Fire Department. This review was conducted before undertaking the detailed analysis of the Sofa Super Store incident, so that the City and 

the Fire Department may begin the process of implementing the first set of recommendations, while the incident analysis is being conducted.

The detailed analysis of the Sofa Super Store incident is the second phase of the project. The incident analysis should take three to four months to complete and is expected to produce additional recommendations.

The third phase will be conducted after the incident analysis has been completed. The Review Team will work with the City of Charleston and the Charleston Fire Department

to develop a strategic plan for the following 5 to 10 year period, which will take into account all of the recommendations from the first two phases.

NFPA 1582, Standard on Comprehensive Occupational Medical Program for Fire Departments

Dr. Sandy Bognucki will provide an overview of NFPA 1582 as well as discuss the need for a fire department health maintenance program.

A direct relationship exists between the medical requirements and the job description of members of the fire department.  The job description should include all essential job functions of members, both emergency and non-emergency.  Members perform a variety of emergency operations including fire fighting, emergency medical care, hazardous materials mitigation, driving/operating fire apparatus, and special operations. Non-emergency duties can include, but are not limited to, training, station and vehicle maintenance, and physical fitness. Each fire department needs to identify and develop a written job description for members.

The purpose of this standard is to outline an occupational medical program that, when implemented in a fire department, will reduce the risk and burden of fire service occupational morbidity and mortality while improving the health, and thus, the safety and effectiveness of firefighters operating to protect civilian life and property.

LODGING

Directions to Jackson’s Mill

Traveling South on I-79 
Taking Exit 105, turn right toward Jane Lew, and travel approximately 1/2 mile to the intersection of Route 19. Turn left and follow Route 19 South for approximately 7 miles to Jackson's Mill Road. (The Hickory House Restaurant is a landmark.) Turn right onto Jackson's Mill Road and go approximately 2.5 miles. After you cross the bridge, the WVU Jackson's Mill grounds are on your right. 

Traveling North on I-79 
Using Exit 99, turn left toward Weston onto Route 33 West and travel approximately 2 miles. At the fourth traffic light, turn right onto Route 19 North. Follow Route 19 North for approximately 4 miles to Jackson's Mill Road. (The Hickory House Restaurant is a landmark.) Turn left onto Jackson's Mill Road and travel approximately 2.5 miles. After you cross the bridge, the WVU Jackson's Mill grounds are on your right. 

Traveling West on Route 33 
Continue straight on Route 33 through the Interstate 79 interchange. At the fourth traffic light (approximately 2 miles), turn right onto Route 19 North. Follow Route 19 North for approximately 4 miles to Jackson's Mill Road. (The Hickory House Restaurant is a landmark.) Turn left onto Jackson's Mill Road and travel approximately 2.5 miles. After you cross the bridge, the WVU Jackson's Mill grounds are on your right. 

Traveling East on Route 33 
Take Route 33 into Weston, then follow signs for Route 19 North. After approximately 4 miles, (the Hickory House Restaurant is a landmark), turn left onto Jackson's Mill Road and travel approximately 2.5 miles. After you cross the bridge, the WVU Jackson's Mill grounds are on your right.
